Team Policy

1. Competitors will reimburse the riding club for all entry fees for all area competitions that they enter.

2. If competitors put their name down for a team and then subsequently cannot ride on the day they will be responsible for paying the entry fee or finding a replacement.

3. All riders who ride on teams representing the riding club will be expected to help out at competitions and other club events.

4. All riders competing at Area Qualifiers will be expected to compete at the Championships should they qualify, provided that both horse and rider are fit and able.

5. The club will endeavour to support riders financially to attend the championships. Provided that the club has sufficient funds the club will pay entry fees and one nights stabling at the event. At the discretion of the committee members the club may contribute more towards the stabling at the horse trials as 3 nights is required. 

6. Riders will be responsible for paying for their own transport costs to the championships.

a. Festival of the Horse & Horse Trials,  Aston Le Walls, Approx 190 Miles from Darlington

b. Dressage & SJ Championship, Lincoln Show Ground, Approx 125 Miles from Darlington

c. Winter Novice Dressage & SJ Championship, Hartpury College, Approx 230 Miles from Darlington 

d. Top Score & Riding Test Championship, Royal Windsor, Approx 250 Miles  from Darlington 

e. Dressage to Music Championship, Aintree Equestrian Centre, Approx 145 Miles from Darlington 

7. By accepting funding from the club to attend championships riders will be expected to help at fund raising events.

8. Riders are responsible for ensuring that their horses flu vaccinations are up to date and comply with BRC rules.
